Revision sheet
The following points identify the ideas and concepts that you have learnt in the Electrical Circuits topic:
· Pupils know that lamps and LEDs can be used to indicate the presence of current in a circuit.

· Pupils can explain why a series or parallel circuit is more appropriate for particular applications including domestic lighting.

· Pupils understand that the current in a series circuit depends on the applied voltage and the number and nature of other components.

· Pupils can describe the qualitative effect of changing resistance on the current in a circuit.

· Pupils can recall and use the relationship between voltage, current and resistance: 
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· Pupils can describe how current varies with voltage in wires, resistors, metal filament lamps and diodes as well as how this can be investigated experimentally.

· Pupils can describe the qualitative variation of resistance of LDRs with illumination and of thermistors with temperature.

· Pupils can use the relationship between energy transferred, current, voltage and time: 
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· Pupils can recall that mains electricity is alternating current (a.c.) and understand the difference between this and the direct current (d.c.) supplied by a cell or battery.
